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Net Control of the Year Award Discussion

At the annual convention a proposal was presented by the Awards Committee to alter the
requirements for MARAC Net Control of the Year Awards. The Board is asking for input from
members regarding this issue. The point was made that times have changed (along with band conditions
and mobile activity). Due to the current state of county hunting, poor propagation, and the ability of
most mobiles to self-spot, the need for an official Net Control with its defined responsibilities has greatly
diminished. A pure net control does many things including acknowledging and announcing all mobiles,
spotting them, providing relays for all stations, coordinating mobile list rotation, and making public
announcements regarding county hunting on MARAC nets, etc. In all honesty, this hasn’t been done for
a long time, especially on the CW frequencies. So, the question is the justification of awarding a “Net
Control of the Year” award when, in reality, no one really qualifies as written. It is simply hard to “hold”
a frequency and perform all the required tasks when mobile activity is down as it is now. The most

(and extremely) helpful chores that can be provided currently by a fixed station is a spot and relays, if
necessary. Some have suggested eliminating the NCS of the Year award while another suggestion was
to alter it to a “Mobile Assist” award. It must be stressed that anyone who would like to assume a pure
Net Control session is more than welcome and appreciated in doing so, especially if you need to record
NCS hours for an award like Master Gold. The board is requesting input from members to be sent to
their District Directors for consideration.

Minutes from MARAC Board Meeting Oct 6, 2018

1. Meeting was called to order by MARAC President, K8ZZ at 9:00AM CST on Oct 6, 2018.

Board members in attendance were K877, KA2LHO, N1API, W4SIG, NFON. Board members W70-
LY and N7JPF joined via teleconference. Quorum was confirmed.

2. WASIG was appointed temporary clerk to take notes for meeting minutes. Motion made by
KA2LHO, seconded by N1API. All voted aye except for W4SIG who abstained. He is sending these
minutes to secretary, N6PDB, to be posted in RoadRunner.

3. NFON made motion to approve KA2LHO for vacant position of VP and N6PDB for position of
secretary retroactive to July 1, 2018. Motion seconded by WA4SIG. Votes were all aye except for
KA2LHO who abstained.

4. KA2LHO announced modifications to the printed agenda, all of which will be addressed later in
the meeting.

5. K8ZZ motioned to approve the Treasurer’s report for July 2018 and the annual report, which
was distributed to all members in attendance. Seconded by KA2LHO. All members voted aye.

6. WASIG reported on the Membership Committee. Discussed materials available for use by any
member for the purposes of promoting membership. Recent uses were overviewed, including
by W4SIG at Dayton hamfest and by AB7RW at a convention in Washington.

7. K8ZZ reported on vacancies where volunteers are needed to fill and serve MARAC.

8. A. N1API discussed prior MARAC poll from 2017 where 115 of 167 respondents favored a na-
tional MARAC convention every two years. The current by-laws state one must be held yearly.
The problem is that the club is short on volunteers to host annual conventions. The board is
considering changing the by-laws to remove that a convention must be held every year. This
would not change the requirement that an annual board meeting will still be held. It was also
discussed that the board would support conventions each year if anyone stepped forward to
host one. K8Z7Z and other prior convention holders offer their support and advise to anyone will-
ing to be a host. Members are encouraged to submit their input on this issue to their district di-
rectors. The board will take all comments under consideration before making any change on this
topic. To make any change to the by-laws requires a membership vote.

B. N1API discussed Logger and the issue we face. The board is aware of problems with Logger
and admit that we are currently unable to address many of them due to the lack of understand-
ing and documentation of how the existing system works. The board will continue to the best of
their ability to do what they can to keep this excellent, yet aging, platform operable for mem-
bers.

C. WA4SIG discussed the possible elimination of the MARAC Net Control of the Year Award. The
Awards committee has brought this issue up for discussion as well. The general consensus is
that there is a lack of anyone actually performing ALL the traditional duties of NCS on any of
the MARAC net frequencies (holding a frequency, QST announcements, announcement of mo-
biles, spotting, relays, etc.). This makes it difficult for one to vote on a NCS of the year. Due to

the trend of self spotting and the unfortunate issue of extremely poor propagation producing
fewer mobiles, there is less of a need for an official NCS. For example, there has not been a NCS
on CW in many years yet we have continued to vote on NCS of the year. However, the need for
and the extreme importance of spotting and providing relays was stressed. It was suggested
that we change the name and requirements of the award to Mobile Assistant of the Year. It was
agreed upon that spotting and relays are still of utmost importance. It was discussed how a
change would affect those who wish to record Net Control hours to help achieve award levels
such as Master Gold. No one is saying that anyone who wants to perform all the NCS duties on
a MARAC net cannot, they are appreciated and more than welcome to do so and can continue
to count these hours towards awards as needed. The board asks for input from members on this
issue so that we may further discuss and make a decision.

A. NFON motioned to approve Certificate of Appreciation Awards for AB7NK, N4CD, WOGXQ,
N1API, KAEXT, NSMLP, and K8TE for presentations and assistance at the MARAC National. W4SIG
seconded. All voted aye except for N1API who abstained.

B. NFON motioned to approve Outstanding Service Awards for WOMU, NOKV, KA3QLF, WQ7A,
and KN4Y. Seconded by N7JPF and all voted aye.

C. NFON motioned to approve an Qutstanding Service Award for K8ZZ for hosting the annual
convention. Seconded by N1API and all voted aye.

W4SIG motioned to approve funds for KA2LHO to host a MARAC information table at the Ham-
cation in Orlando in Feb 2019. Seconded by N1API and all voted aye except for KA2LHO who
abstained.

A. KA2LHO motioned to appoint KODEQ as MARAC Treasurer to replace W70LY until the next
election. Seconded by NFON and all voted aye

B. NFON motioned to designate K8ZZ and WA4SIG as signatories on the new MARAC treasurer
accounts in addition to the treasurer. Seconded by KA2LHO and all voted aye except for K822
and W4SIG who abstained.

C. KA2LHO motioned for the treasurer to use Citizens Bank in Missouri for MARAC accounts.
Seconded by W4SIG and all voted aye.

Status of Self-credit Implementation in Logger

I am pleased to report that Gene, KD9ZP has informed me that all but one of the awards for which self-
credit has been approved have now been implemented in Logger. The one award which is outstanding is
the mobile team award and he is working toward completing that in the near future. For those that use
Logger, you will have to recalculate your various books associated with the other 12 awards which self-
credit was approved for in the spring of 2017 in order for that credit to show up in your logs. From this
point forward, that credit should be applied as you log a contact. It is recommended that you only
recalculate one book at a time. If you find any issues please address them to WQ7A or myself and we will
try to verify your result and get it fixed.

Awards Issued:

The County Hunter of the Year awards were determined through a nomination process that took place
between April 1st and May 15 of this year in all MARAC districts. At the end of this process, there was
only one nomination for the CW award and one nomination for the SSB award. Therefore, there was not
a vote of the entire membership to decide a winner, but the results were held until the national
convention. The 2018 winners are as follows:

The 2018 annual mobile of the year awards and net control of the year awards were voted on between
August 24" and September 8" of this year using a single electronic voting ballot in the Simply Voting
system.
